POST GRADUATE COMMON ENTRANCE TEST-2015

A. GENERAL

1. The admissions are governed by the JNTUA OTRI PGCET-2015 rules and regulations given below. The Advisory Committee of JNTUA OTRI PGCET-2015 reserves the right to change or modify the rules and regulations.

2. For getting admission, a candidate should qualify JNTUA OTRI PGCET-2015  and satisfy the eligibility criteria prescribed for the course. No candidate will be admitted without Rank in JNTUA OTRI PGCET-2015
3. No candidate is entitled to pursue more than one course or employment or to undertake any other  assignment. The University reserves the right to prosecute such candidates who do not adhere to this norm.

4. University reserves the right to run or not to run a particular course basing on the economic viability depending on the number of candidates who opt to join in it.

5. Qualifying in JNTUA OTRI PGCET-2015 does not guarantee admission. The candidate must satisfy all the eligibility criteria prescribed for admission into the course.

6. If it is proved that any of the certificates submitted by a candidate is tampered or fake, the candidate not only looses seat but is also liable for prosecution.

7. Notwithstanding anything in this Booklet, the rules and regulations that are in force in the University from time to time are applicable.

8. Before applying for JNTUA OTRI PGCET-2015, the candidate has to verify himself/ herself about the eligibility to write a particular Test and seek admission into the related course.

9. The University reserves the right to modify courses/seats available and the same will be made available in the website: www.jntua.ac.in
10. The Re-admission into Second, Third and Fourth Semesters will be considered only in the starting month of the particular Semester.
11.Registration fee will not be refunded under any circumstances. 

12.The University reserves the right to make alterations in the intake and rules for admission.

13.If it is detected that a candidate has been admitted due to wrong or suppressed information, the University reserves the right to cancel the seat at any stage. 

14.Admission will be closed within two weeks of the commencement of the first semester class work irrespective of the vacancies. 

15.If any dispute concerning admissions in the courses of JNTUA  arises, the jurisdiction shall remain with the Courts in Ananthapuramu only.

B.ELIGIBILITY CRITERIA FOR DIFFERENT COURSES

1.Applications are invited for admission to M.Sc., Courses offered at JNTUA Oil Technological Research Institute (JNTUA OTRI) campus of JNTUA, Ananthapuramu for the academic year 2015-16. The details of the courses and the eligibility criteria are given below:

2.Applications received in response to this  notification in the prescribed format will only be   considered. No other request for admission will be entertained.

 3.Seperate application must be submitted for each specialization.

C. ELIGIBILITY FOR WRITING THE ENTRANCE TEST

1.The candidate should have passed the qualifying examination with a minimum of 40% marks in the concerned subject. Pass is sufficient for SC/ST candidates for admission into any course.
2.Candidates who have already passed the qualifying examination or who have appeared / are appearing for the final year annual examination in 2015 are also eligible to apply. 

D. LOCAL & NON LOCAL AREA DEFINITION
1.The SVU region comprises of areas coming under Sri Venkateswara University, Sri Krishnadevaraya University, Rayalaseema University, Yogi Vemana University, Vikrama Simhapuri University, Sri Padmavathi Mahila Viswa Vidyalayam and Dravidian University. The OU region comprises of Osmania, Kakatiya, Satavahana, Mahatma Gandhi, Telengana and Palamur University areas. The AU region comprises of Andhra, Acharya Nagarjuna, Dr.B.R. Ambedkar, Krishna and Nannaya University areas.
2. A candidate is treated as local, if

    a. he/she has studied in SVU region (or stayed in case of private study) for four consecutive academic       

        years ending with the academic year in which he/she has first  appeared for the final year qualifying 
        examination.
    b. He/she has studied (or stayed in case of private study) for seven consecutive academic years within 
       the states of Andhra Pradesh / Telangana ending with the academic year in which he/she first  

        appeared for the final year qualifying examination and studied (or stayed in case of private study) for 
       a maximum period in SVU region. 

   c. In case a candidate has studied (or stayed in case of private study) for equal periods in two different 
       regions during the last seven years, he/she is local if he/she has studied (or stayed in case of private 
       study) recently in SVU region.

3. Any candidate who is not local to SVU region will be treated as non-local, if

   a. He/she is local to any other region in Andhra Pradesh / Telangana States.

    b. He/she resided for a total period of not less than 10 years in Andhra Pradesh / Telangana, excluding 
        the periods of study outside the State.

    c. His/her parents have resided in Andhra Pradesh / Telangana for a total period of not less than 10 
         years.

    d. His/her parent/spouse is presently working in Andhra Pradesh / Telangana in government or allied 
       services
E. ALLOCATION OF SEATS TO VARIOUS RESERVATION CATEGORIES

1. 85% of the seats in each course are filled with local candidates of SVU region, while 15% are filled with local or non-local candidates on merit.

2. Seats allocated for different reserved categories are as follows: SC-15%, ST-6%,   BCA-7%, BCB-10%, BCC-1%, BCD-7%, BCE-4%, NCC-1%, NSS-1%, Games and Sports-1%, PH (Physically Handicapped)-3% and CAP (Children of Armed Personnel)-2% (ECA and PH are for local candidates only).

3. Reservation for women: 33.33% of the seats are reserved for women candidates in each category (i.e., OPEN, SC, ST, BC, ECA and PH). This rule is not applied if women candidates selected on merit in a category from one third or more of the seats therein. If there are no suitable women candidates in a category, the seats will be filled with men candidates of the same category.

4. A vacancy under SC goes to ST and vice-versa. If enough SC & ST candidates are not available, the left-over seats will go to OC. A vacancy under one BC group goes to any other BC group on the basis of merit in Entrance Rank. If enough BC candidates are not available, the left-over seats will go to OC.

5. For admission into Extra Curricular Activities (ECA) seats, participation during the period of study of the qualifying examination is alone considered.

6. Expert committees nominated by the University will certify the suitability and priority of the candidates under special categories (ECA/PH/CAP).
F.FEE STRUCTURE
1. Tuition fee for M.Sc., programme  is Rs.15,000/- per semester. Special Fee to be paid at the time of admission will be around Rs.5500/-

1. A Demand Draft for Rs.500/- (in case of SC/ST the DD shall be for Rs.250/-) drawn on any nationalized Bank in favour of Registrar, JNTUA, Ananthapuramu, payable at SBI, JNTUEC  Branch Ananthapuramu
2.Candidates has to submit separate application for each course/program.

I.HALL TICKETS
1.Hall tickets will be issued on the day of entrance test at the Examination centre, one hour before the commencement of the entrance test.

J.TEST CENTRE
1.Test centre is JNTUA College of Engineering, Ananthapuramu.

K. PARTICULARS OF ENTRANCE TESTS
1. There is a prescribed syllabus for each Entrance Test as given at the last two pages of this booklet.

2.Entrane test will be of 1 hour duration with 60 questions (Multiple choice). Each question carries one mark and there is no negative mark for wrong answer.
3. No candidate will be permitted into the examination hall without proper Hall Ticket.
4.The question paper will be in English only.

L. RANKING
1. The minimum qualifying Marks in the Entrance Test is 15. However, for SC/ST candidates there is no minimum qualifying marks.
2. When there is a tie on the basis of marks obtained in the Test, it will be resolved as per seniority in age.
3. The Rank obtained in JNTUA OTRI PGCET-2015 is valid for admission in the academic year 2015-16 only.

4. There is NO provision for REVALUATION or PERSONAL IDENTIFICATION of Answer Sheet of JNTUA OTRI PGCET-2015.
M. ADMISSION PROCEDURE
1. Admissions will be based on JNTUA OTRI PGCET-2015 Rank, subject to fulfillment of other eligibility criteria.

2. The candidate should have passed the qualifying examination with minimum percentage of marks when he/she is called for the counseling for admission, failing which the qualified candidates next in Rank would be admitted.

3. Candidates have to attend the counseling at the date and time at their own expenses with the required original documents and fees.

4. If a candidate fails to attend the counseling at the specified date and time for whatever reason including non-receipt or delayed receipt of call letter), he/she will forfeit the seat and the candidate next in Rank will be considered for counseling. Any representation for postponement of the date and time of  counseling or exemption from personal appearance will not be entertained.
