The University has made a consistent progress every year towards the expansion of new horizons in terms of infrastructure, collaborations, and other activities.
It gives me great pleasure to place before you a report on the activities and achievements of the University since last convocation. It is indeed a testimony of the spectacular accomplishment of virtue, academic growth, and indomitable legacy of high success rate across Rayalaseema and India.
ABOUT THE UNIVERSITY
JNT University Anantapur was established in the year 2008 through A.P. Govt. Act No.30. The University jurisdiction spans over the districts of Ananthapuramu, Chittoor, YSR Kadapa, Kurnool and SPSR Nellore. 
The University has four Constituent Colleges/Unit: 
· JNTUA College of Engineering, Ananthapuramu (1946)
· JNTUA College of Engineering, Pulivendula (2006)
· JNTUA College of Engineering , Kalikiri (2013)
· Oil Technological Research Institute, Ananthapuramu (1949)
Presently, there are 176 affiliated colleges under the jurisdiction of JNTUA which include 106 Engineering Colleges, 35 Pharmacy Colleges, 31 Standalone PG Colleges and 4 Integrated campuses. Among them, 10 institutions have been granted autonomous status, 33 Institutions have been recognized under 2(f) & 12(B) status of the UGC, 13 institutions are accredited by NAAC and various programs offered by 17 institutions are accredited by NBA.

The University is offering B.Tech. courses in 15 different branches of Engineering besides B.Pharm. and Pharm.D. courses under UG Programmes. It also offers 73 specializations under P.G Programmes which includes 52 M.Tech & 12 M.Pharm. specializations, 05 M.Sc., 02 M.B.A., M.C.A., and Pharm.D.(P.B.) courses. Research programmes in 14 disciplines related to the fields of Technology, Science, Pharmacy, Management studies and Humanities are also offered by the University. The curriculum of all these courses is constantly revised to meet the needs of the changing world with focus on quality and excellence. 

The University is offering a Postgraduate programme Master of Science in Information Technology (MSIT), in collaboration with Carnegie Mellon University, USA with the support of State Government of Andhra Pradesh. The University is also offering two M.Tech. degree programmes, VLSI System Design and Embedded Systems, in collaboration with SEER Akademi.
Innovation & Startup Programmes
The Government of Andhra Pradesh has established a Andhra Pradesh State Skill Development Centre (APSSDC) to address the lack of relevant skills amongst the current and potential skill workforce in the state of A.P. and to increase employability in sync with Industrial growth of the State.

· As part of this JNTUA has been identified as a Nodal centre to conduct various activities of APSSDC in JNTUA region. Prof. A. Ananda Rao, Professor of CSE & Director Academic & Planning has been identified as Nodal Officer. 
· Andhra Pradesh State Skill Development Centre (APSSDC) had conducted App Development Training Programme from 05-01-2015 to 19-01-2015 at CCC Lab, JNTUA College of Engineering, Ananthapuramu. In this program around 50 final year students belonging to CSE, IT, and MCA Departments from affiliated colleges and 10 students of CSE Department, JNTUA CEA Prof. A. Ananda Rao, is the Coordinator of the program.

Empanelment
JNTUA, by virtue of the quality of its academic programmes, has consistently been ranked amongst the leading technical Universities in the country. The University has initiated many schemes to assure quality education to the students, career development of faculty members, progression of students towards higher education and generating career opportunities through the campus placement programmes in reputed organizations across the globe. 

In addition to the above and to further strengthen the start-up ecosystem, JNTUA is empanelled with MobME Wireless Solutions Limited, Host institute of ITIH – Technology Business Incubator (Startup Village) to award Special citation in Technology Entrepreneurship to Engineering Degree students. This will be an optional additional learning for the students in addition to his/her regular Bachelor of Engineering Programme. The proposed minor degree in Technology Entrepreneurship is a recognition granted to a team that reflects its ability to work together in teams and produce measurable real world outcome. This is also to recognize the entrepreneurial mindset of the teams and their ability to make use of the theoretical knowledge in a practical setting. 
The IT & EC Dept., Govt. of AP has sanctioned an Incubation center for Ananthapuramu District. The incubation tower would be constructed in an area  of 15000 Sq.ft. in JNTUA campus. Five acres of land has been allocated in the old campus of the University. The foundation stone has been laid by Sri Palle Raghunatha Reddy, Hon'ble Minister of IT & EC, Govt. of AP and others dignitaries on 07-09-2015. Dr. B. Eswara Reddy, Professor of CSE & Vice Principal, JNTUA College of Engineering, Ananthapuramu has been appointed as Coordinator for the Incubation Centre.
APECET 2015

After the formation of new Andhra Pradesh State, the responsibility of conducting the State Level Examination of ECET (Engineering Common Entrance Test) for the year 2015 on behalf of the APSCHE was given to JNTUA for the first time. Dr.P.R.Bhanu Murthy, Professor and Head of the Department of Civil Engineering was appointed as the Convener for ECET 2015. The University has success fully conducted the ECET 2015 Examination on 14.05.2015 and the results were declared on 22.05.2015. Though the University has conducted a State Level Examination for the first time, the Examination was conducted very smoothly and the results were declared in record time. It is heartening to note that again for the year 2016 also, JNTUA was given the responsibility of conducting ECET. 

AFFILIATIONS
As part of its responsibility, the University is conducting Fact Finding Committee inspections every year for grant of affiliation. Inspections for 171 affiliated colleges were conducted in May, 2015 excluding Autonomous colleges. 83 faculty members were deputed to conduct the inspections. 
The University has granted affiliation to the following two new colleges from the academic year 2015-16: 
1. Sanskrithi School of Engineering, Puttaparthi. 
2. Raghavendra Institute of Management Studies, Ananthapuramu.
A meeting on “Anti Ragging Measures” was conducted on 07.08.2015, for the Principals of all constituent and affiliated colleges. The Superintendent of Police, and the Additional District Judge, Ananthapuramu District, addressed the gathering on various issues related to the menace of ragging and measures to curb it. All the colleges were instructed to install CC Cameras in the class rooms, examination halls and in those areas vulnerable for ragging. Further, introduction of biometric attendance system in all colleges for all students and staff was made mandatory.

ADMISSIONS
At present, the JNTUA Anantapuramu has 108521 B.Tech., 6683 B.Pharm., 1050 Pharm.D., 44 Pharm.D.(P.B.), 2215 M.C.A., 23420 M.B.A., 12152 M.Tech. and 3250 M.Pharm. students on rolls in its Constituent and Affiliated  Colleges.
In the year 2015-2016, a total number of 48395 students were admitted into this University which include 28900 students in B.Tech, 1650 in B.Pharm, 430 in Pharm.D, 21 in Pharm.D (P.B.), 6800 in M.Tech., 9150 in MBA,  524 in MCA and 920 students in M.Pharm. programmes. 

Eighteen Foreign Nationals students have been admitted into all UG and PG Programmers from Bangladesh and Sri Lanka and one NRI student admitted into JNTUA CEA.

During the last academic year, the Directorate of Admissions has conducted PGEC/PGECET-2015 counseling through its Helpline centre. 2574 aspirants registered at JNTUA Helpline Centre. The counseling and admissions for Sponsored category seats and vacant (left over) seats for Post Graduate courses in constituent colleges have been conducted and 76 seats were allotted. M.Sc. Food Technology 15 admissions for JNTUA OTRI have been made and 16 seats were allotted.

The counseling and admissions for M.Tech., VLSI System Design course under MoU with SEER Akademi has been conducted and 07 admissions are made. For PTPG in Electrical Engineering- Electrical Power Systems 26 and ECE- Digital Systems Computer Electronics 14 admissions are made. In the Ph.D./M.Phil./M.S. 2014-15 admissions, 262 students have joined in the following disciplines:

Research Methodology Program Conducted by R&D:

Implementation of Anti-Plagiarism:

Those who wish to do full time Ph.D programs have to go through University selection procedure. REFORMS IN THE EXAMINATION SYSTEM
The Examination Branch of the University has been shifted to a New Independent Building on 26.06.2015. In order to bring in more transparency the following new schemes have been introduced with effect from June 2015.

· Uploading of student’s information for generation of Provisional Certificate and Consolidated Marks Memos.

· Certificate verification requests from third party/ Employers are verified and intimated through online.
