About the University:

The State Government of Andhra Pradesh through A.P. Govt. Act No.30 of 2008 has separated the erstwhile JNTU into four different Universities viz., JNT University Anantapur, JNT University Kakinada, JNT University Hyderabad and JNA&FA University Hyderabad.

JNT University Anantapur started functioning from the 155 acre campus of one of its Constituent College at Anantapur, since August 2008. As a budding University it is committed to develop and nurture a technical education system in the four districts of Rayalaseema viz., Anantapur, Chittoor, YSR, Kurnool districts and SPSR Nellore district which would produce skilled man power of high quality comparable to the best in the world and in adequate numbers to meet the complex technological needs of the economy.

JNTUA, by virtue of the quality of its academic programmes, has consistently been ranked amongst the leading technical Universities in the country. The University has initiated many schemes to assure quality education to the students, career development of faculty members, progression of students towards higher education and generating career opportunities through the campus placement programmes in reputed organizations across the Globe. The University is working dedicatedly towards the vision of producing quality technical graduates, competent teachers, scientists and leaders in the academics, research, industry and administration. I am sure JNT University Anantapur will become a dream destination for those who wish to be the best in the domain of technology and management. 

This University has two Constituent colleges viz., JNTUA College of Engineering, Anantapur, JNTUA College of Engineering, Pulivendula and one unit JNTUA Oil Technological Research Institute, Anantapur. 
In addition to the Constituent colleges and the Unit, the University has 183 affiliated colleges. Among them 117 Engineering Colleges, 35 Pharmacy colleges, 26 Standalone PG colleges offering MCA & MBA and 5 Integrated campuses which are spread over the above five districts. Out of these, 3 Engineering Colleges and 5 Standalone PG colleges offering MBA & MCA were accorded affiliation during this current academic year 2011 -12.
I would now like to place the multi dimensional activities of the University during the year 2010‐11.
Academic programmes offered:
The University offers programs in 14 B.Tech. courses, B.Pharm, Pharm.D, 22 M.Tech courses, MCA, MBA, 6 M.Pharm and 6 M.Sc courses. Besides these regular courses, the JNTU Anantapur offers part time courses in M.Tech for the employed graduates. The research programs are offered in the fields of Technology, Science, Pharmacy, Management studies and Humanities to grant Ph.D degrees.

Enrolments:
At present, the JNTU Anantapur has as many as 1,22,765 B.Tech., 8660 B.Pharm., 40 Pharm-D(PB) 9590 MCA,  13,920 MBA, 3824 M.Tech, 636 M.Pharm and  220 M.Sc students on rolls in its Constituent and Affiliated Colleges. During the academic year 2010-11, 255 Scholars have registered for Ph.D. programmes in various faculties of the University. Among the 255, 202 are men and 53 are women.
Curriculum Reforms:
In line with the mission and vision assumed, the University has its obligation to the society and the country, to remain in forefront to keep up to the Science and Technological developments in the world. Especially, in disseminating quality knowledge to prepare the youth to cope up with the needs of the industry and society at large. The nascent University has made modest attempts to have collaborative programmes by signing MoUs with different organizations to cater the urgent needs. UG and PG Boards of Studies of all faculties have been constituted separately involving as many as 200 experts from Premier institutions, Industry, Constituent and affiliated colleges of JNTU Anantapur with an objective of revising and updating the syllabi of all existing UG, PG courses and Pre-Ph.D, as well as framing curriculum for the new courses and programmes. UG boards of studies meetings of all faculties were held on 18th and 19th September 2010 to finalize the course structure and syllabi of III and IV years of B.Tech. and B.Pharm., PG Boards of Studies meetings of Physics, CSE, ECE and Civil were held on 19th September 2010, to finalize syllabi and course structure for four newly introduced PG programs. On 1st May 2011, the UG board of studies for Mechatronics met and finalized the course structure and syllabi for B.Tech. (Mechatronics). The revised curriculum has stressed upon the necessary skills needed for the technical and overall improvement of the knowledge base of the students to make them fit for the fast changing needs of the global employment and industrial scenario.

Examination Reforms:
The Jawaharlal Nehru Technological University Anantapur is striving continuously for infallible conduct of examinations and evaluation of answer scripts. The University has an incredible system for transfer of question papers to about 175 examination centers one hour before the start of the examination. The system is called Electronic Distribution of Examination question Papers abbreviated as EDEP system. The system has sound security features for encryption at the examination branch and decryption at the examination centers to make the entire system tamper free. The system has ensured that there is absolute confidentiality of the question papers. The transfer of papers to colleges has become absolutely leak proof. The EDEP system also generates question papers electronically making use of question banks prepared by the subject experts. These question banks are being continuously updated with the services of experts in relevant areas. This year 39 new question banks have been added to the existing list.

The examination branch has four servers for its examination related activities. They serve the examination portal, the University web site and result portal for storage and processing of students’ databases.  Two UPS each of 20 KVA are installed during this year to ensure power backup to the servers during power failure. A 40 KVA generator has also been purchased and installed to provide additional power backup.

This year final semester results were given in record time for both the B.Tech. and B.Pharm. programs. The B.Tech. fourth year second semester results were declared within two weeks from the date of the last examination. The B.Pharm. fourth year second semester results were declared within ten days from the last date of the examinations. The results were declared accurately in a very short period without any discrepancies. The marks memos, provisional certificates and consolidated marks memos were dispatched to the respective colleges within two weeks from the date of declaration of the final year results.

The University has successfully conducted Pre Ph.D. regular and supplementary examinations twice in the year 2010-11. Examinations were conducted in April 2011 for 353 candidates in 149 subjects. 

The University has a sympathetic approach towards physically challenged students and has exempted them from payment of examination fee. Pass marks in each subject has been reduced by 10%, for orthopedically handicapped students who cannot use their hands freely for writing. Wherever necessary, assistance of a scribe is provided and maximum time of the examination is extended by 30 minutes. During the academic year 2010-11, 78 students from the various affiliated and constituent colleges are benefited.
Affiliation Procedures:
In the context of quality of education in the private unaided colleges that have been increasing in numbers year by year, there has been a debate on the means and methods to ensure quality in these institutions. This University has developed scientific and transparent affiliation procedures. A new format is designed to obtain the details of the college that brings out the infrastructural details and developmental activities. As many as 55 parameters including details of Infrastructure, Principal, Staff, Library,  Laboratories,  student records, examination records, special facilities for the girls and physically challenged, measures taken on Anti-ragging, malpractices are being analysed for the grant of affiliation. Besides this, affiliated colleges are periodically inspected to verify the compliance of the norms.
Admissions:
Directorate of admissions was established during 2010-2011 and the Director i/c for Admissions was appointed to take care of the admissions for P.G. Courses and Ph.D./M.Phil. courses of the University. For admissions into M.Phil and Ph.D. courses, entrance examinations for different faculties were conducted in the month of July, 2011 and the interviews were conducted in two phases. 457 candidates appeared for the entrance examinations of Ph.D. for a total number of 240 seats in 14 faculties. Similarly admissions were held to the M.Sc. courses of JNTUA OTRI, Anantapur and M.Tech(PTPG) courses of JNTUA College of Engineering,  Anantapur during the month of July,2011.

Industrial Relations and Placements:

The Directorate of Industrial Relations and Placements was established on 6th September 2011. The Director i/c of IR&P is appointed to take care of campus recruitments for all the students of JNTUA and industrial relations of the University.

UGC has recognized JNTUA under 12B and sanctioned financial grant of Rs. 10.1 crores           under XI plan scheme towards infrastructure and equipment for new courses and other merged schemes for welfare of faculty, staff and student amenities. UGC has released Rs.5.05 crores during the academic year 2010-11.
